3. To call the Roll of Chapters in accordance with By-Law 17.

4. To confirm Minutes (which will be taken as read).

5. Companions in good standing will be admitted by permission of
the Grand Superintendent.

6. To consider Provincial Grand Chapter Committee Report and
Recommendation.

7. To Receive Provincial Grand Treasurer's Accounts.

8. To elect Provincial Grand Treasurer for the ensuing year.

9. To appoint and invest Provincial Grand Officers.

10. To elect Auditors:
(a) One to be nominated by the Grand Superintendent.
(b) Two by the Provincial Grand Chapter (By-Law 7).

11. To transact any other Business for the good of Royal Arch
Masonry or the Province in particular.

12. To close Provincial Grand Chapter.
