The notice shall be considered at that
meeting, and, if then approved, shall be submitted
for confirmation at the next regular meeting, but
shall not become effective until finally approved by
the Proyincial Grand :'I1aster and the :'ILW. Grand
.\1aster.

10. These By-Laws shall be read in open Lodge
once at least in every year at such time as the Master
may deem most convenient.

::\"OTE.- Should there be any objection to the
introduction of a Candidate for Initiation or a Brother
for Joining, it is recommended that such objection be
mentioned privately to the Master or Secretary, who
may communicate with the proposer and give him
the opportunity of withdrawing his Candidate .
