generally, and that no further depree in Mzsonry is being conferred.
I must nevertheless point cu'/to’the [1sipresent and to the ME. that
the PG., PW., and Srs.\uSed intiic Ancient working now to be
carried out, are, in the usual waids of the ritual "Ss. restricted to the
M'’s. Chair."
I will, therefore, ask all present who wish to witness the ceremony to
pledge théteseives, not to reveal them to anyone in the world, unless
it be 10 an' IM., ¢r to a ME. when acting as Installing Master, by
stahding 4o orderias MMs. (Done) IM. sits.
(D\C. takesviEy to the right of the IM.)
Do you serivusly pledge vour honour as a man, and vour fidelity as
a Masuy, that you will steadily persevere through the ceremony of
being installed as M. of this Lodge?

Then I will entrust you with a T. of M. which is a PG. and PW.,
which will admit you to a B. of IMs. (/M. stands). The PG. is given
by T.A.F.H.O.T.R.A.H.W.B.T.W.A.T.E. This PG. demands a PW
which is R......; 1 pe Ml is.a Hebrew word signifying M.....
