Sublime Prince of the Royal Secret = 32°,
Grand Inquisitor Commander = 31°, (N. B,
G.1.1. C, stands for Grand (Inspector) Inguisitor Commander).
Grand Elected Knight K-H = 30°

of Perfection) is Grand Elect Perfect and Sublime Master.
