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Princes, we learn on the night of our Perfection that the 13th and 14th 
degrees refer to the Secret Vault and its contents. 

In the legend of the 13th degree,. Solomon is talking to his cousin 
Hiram King of Tyre; commenting the Temple has been completed; 
the five precious things, and the sacred vessels have been put in place 
- however the greatest treasure of all is missing. The True Name of the 
Living God, which was communicated in a dream to Enoch, and 
placed at the lowest part of a series of vaults. 

Exploration of a nearby site revealed a perpendicular vault and 
subsequently, the cubic and agate stones with an inscribed plate were 
found and taken to Solomon and Hiram who were in the Secret Vault 
where the 13th degree was held. At the completion of the degree and 
having found the sacred Name, Solomon thereby declared the vault 
would henceforth be known as the Sacred Vault: access to which was 
by a horizontal subterranean passage consisting of nine arches and 
leading directly into the one and only entrance in the West. 

The 14th degree is held in the Sacred Vault. The plan is on the 
opposite page. At the opening of the degree the candles are lit as part 
of the ceremony and similarly are extinguished at the closing with the 
knocks of the degree which are 3 : 5 : 7 & 9 The knocks are described 
in the lecture. 

In this ceremony the candidate is challenged by the guard at the 3rc1, 
6th and 9th Arch and later has to prove himself proficient with signs, 
tokens and words of each of the Degrees through which he has 
passed, including the Craft. 

Later, Solomon places a ring upon the candidate's finger. In the VSL. 
at Genesis 41v42, Pharaoh said unto Joseph: I have set thee over all 
the land of Egypt, and Pharaoh took off his ring from his hand and 
put it upon Joseph's hand, and arrayed him in vestments of fine linen, 
and put a gold chain about his neck".
